Classifications.

Grand champion
For high quality street machines, with modifications/ detailing to all areas, including interior, exterior, engine bay and undercarriage. May
include custom or engineering modifications.

Street machine street
Very well presented vehicle driven on the street and registered

Rod
Modified pre 1948, or replica

Restored/ original
For original or faithful restorations only. Any modifications (e.g. stereo, mags, tinting, etc.) will exclude vehicles from this class. Safety
related mods, e.g. brake lights and seat belts on early vehicles may not exclude a vehicle from this class.

Contemporary
For very lightly modified pre 1979 vehicles, e.g. standard except for mags, stereo, tinted windows, etc. excessive modifications will move
vehicle into body style and year break, as per below.

Modern Contemporary
Post 1979 vehicles, as above.

Top sedan and Top coupe
Two categories classic and modern. 30years and older classic

Van/ Wagon
Van or wagon. May be split into categories (either Van — wagon, or year breaks) if enough entries.

Ute/ pickup
Ute/ pickup. May be split into categories (either Ute — pickup, or year breaks) if enough entries.

Custom (heavy mods)
For vehicles with significant structural modifications, e.g. chopped roof, section, tilt front, custom body, etc.

Kit/ Repro Street
Kit cars e.g. Perrenti, Poraga, Cobra replicas

Special interest
Special interest vehicles which have received post OEM manufacturer modifications from new such as HDT’s, HSV’s, Tickfords, and Etc.
OEM modified models such as SS Commodores or XR Falcons are not eligible for this class.

Competition Vehicle
Any vehicle which has a recent verifiable competition history (e.g. Log book). Competition vehicles which cannot prove recent competition
history may be put in Exhibition classification, at the stewards and /or organizers discretion.

Bike- Jap
Japanese manufactured motorcycle.

Bike- us/ European
Us or European motorcycle. If insufficient entries bike classes may be merged.

Exhibition vehicle
Miscellaneous vehicle which do not fit within the above classifications. E.g. unregistered vehicles, boats, special displays, etc.

Other
Any other classification of vehicle on display.

Trophy list
The above list can be used as a guide for the trophy list. Additional trophies, such as best engineered, top street, Machine Street, and
achievement awards should be added.

Optional trophies such as hard luck, longest distance, iron maiden, top 4cyl/rotary can be added at the event organizers discretion. Additional,
it would be expected that some of the year breaks in sedan and coupe would be merged for smaller shows, and/ or depending on entries.
